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St. Clair Sturgeon

Last June DWF member Dan Horst had the oppitytto go along with the DNR biologists to
assist in tagging sturgeon in the St. Clair rivielow is a brief description of his day.

| am an American Red Cross Instructor, thes February | did a CPR/AED class for the Lake
St. Clair Fisheries Research Station on the Clinitggr. As you would expect several of the gen-
tlemen have a love of the outdoors and one coddtss from the pictures in their rooms. | men-
tioned that | was a hunter and a fisherman, and |
promptly received an invitation to go on a stur-
geon tagging cruise. Here is a picture of the
~ boat, Channel Cat, used to do the study, it came

from the DNR website.

In 1969, the vessel was lengthened 10 feet at
the midsection. The current vessel length is 46
feet with a 13-ft beam and a gross weight of 24
tons. She is powered by twin 210 hp 6V 53 De-
troit Allison diesel engines.

Since the late nineties, this post has been
monitoring the sturgeon population by putting out
set lines in the north and middle channels of the
St. Clair river. The good news is that the popalahas increased since then and is fairly stable.

You can take a sturgeon legally in the StirGlaer, something we cannot do Downriver. It
was great day on the water, these gentlemen ancéewent in a hard day to tag, age, and inspect
these fish to see monitor the well being of our BREAKES and RIVERS. One of the crew
mentioned that the ST. Clair River Delta was oreldéingest fresh water deltas of the world, he put
it at number two.

Here is a picture of the firs
sturgeon that | assisted in brin
ing in the boat. We tagged 5 -
sturgeon on my trip, the day b+
fore they tagged 12. Itwas |
quite a job pulling in 250 feet ¢
line with 25 goby baited hooks
along with the anchors and |
floats (times 7); but it was a
beautiful day on the water.
