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For those of us that fish in Canadian water, whether it be simply fishing on the Canadian side of the river or crossing 
the bridge or tunnel, there are some very important things to be aware of! 
 
Effective June, 2009, the U.S. government will require that ALL people, including U.S. citizens have a passport in 
their possession for entry into the U.S. In addition to a passport book, there are a few other options. 
 
Under a law called the Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative, persons only traveling between the U.S. and Canada, 
Mexico, the Caribbean, and Bermuda by land or sea (including ferries), can use a U.S. Passport card, Passport card 
(new wallet sized passport card the size of a drivers license and a lot cheaper than a passport), trusted traveler pro-
gram card (NEXUS card, I-68 pass ) or an Enhanced Michigan Driver’s License (available this spring or early sum-
mer) to meet the requirements of a passport.  
 
 For those that cross back and forth across the river without landing in Canada or having reported in to Canadian cus-
toms (required if you anchor in Canadian waters), You are NOT considered as having left the U.S. and are NOT re-
quired to have these documents. 
�
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*The NEXUS card is a “trusted traveler” document that allows for expedited travel between the U.S. and Canada 
with dedicated lanes at the border and minimal reporting requirements.  It requires a very thorough background 
check by both Canadian and American authorities and is NOT automatically approved.  The $50 fee is NOT refund-
able if denied 
 
**  Available Spring 2009 – No cost info available yet! 
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On June 1, 2009  all U.S. and Canadian citizens who are 16 and older  traveling between 
the U.S. and Canada, Mexico, Central and South America, the Caribbean, and Bermuda by 
land or sea (including ferries), will be required to present a valid passport or 
other alternative documents as determined by the Department of Homeland Security.  U.S. 
and Canadian citizens who are 15 years old or younger will still be allowed to travel with just 
a copy of their birth certificate, as will teens between the age of 16-18 if they are part of an 
adult supervised school, religious, cultural or athletic group.

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Caribbean Walleye 
3 pounds walleye fillets -- 3/4" thick 
4 shallots -- chopped 
4 cloves garlic -- minced 
1 cup orange juice 
1 cup white wine 
1/4 cup dark rum 
Juice of 2 limes 
1/4 cup soy sauce 
1/4 cup parsley -- chopped 
1/4 teaspoon white pepper 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
2 tablespoons chopped rosemary 
 
Remove skin and any bones from fillets. Wash with 
cool water and pat dry. Put all ingredients except 
the fish in a skillet over medium high heat until 
mixture reduces by half. Stir gently while cooking. 
Grill the fish for 3 to 4 minutes on each side at a 
medium high temperature, turning gently. Spoon a 
few tablespoons of the sauce over each portion of 
fish. Serve immediately
