* Rock Salt or Sea Salt (for human consumption)
» Vegetables (Celery, Onions, Peppers-diced)

Prepare a bed of Rock Salt in the bottom of a non-
reactive pan (a coarse Sea Salt will also workgpray
bottle of water is used to mist the Rock Salt sogit
will fuse together while cooking.

Place the fish on the bed of salt. A dressing bay
placed into the body cavity or a mixture of vegétab
may be used to stuff the cavity.

Thevdalt
fuse together in this high heat and the fish wirkkam in
the salt covering.

Cooking time will depend on the size of the fisinige
cooked. The salt case will be cracked when yowgo
serve the dish and care is used to prevent beingetu
when the steam is released upon breaking the salt.
