While  doin’ up some steelhead, I tried a method for scaling them that Phil Drum told me about.  If you leave 
the skin on for grilling or smoking, just place the fillet skin side up on the cutting board and hold it down with 
a fork at the very tail end.  Using the garden hose on "jet" spray, you can completely scale the fish in about 30 
seconds. Should work just as good on salmon or any fish with real fine scales!  Thanks, Phil!!!!
