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  MEET THE MUDBUG 
 

  Now this I more like it, none of this 5:00 am 

stuff.  This is more my speed,  getting ready to 

go fishing after dinner.  Once again I find  

myself going over my list to make sure I don’t 

forget anything: 

 

Rope 

Hooks 

Traps 

Walleye rib cages left over from cleaning…. 

 

Huh?   

 

      

 

Yep you read it right, I wasn’t going walleye fishing; I was going out to trap crayfish.  I 

know, not the typical fishing trip but I was always curious about it and I wanted to give it a 

shot.  Why I suddenly had a desire to try this is still a mystery to me.  I used to catch them as 

a kid up at my Grandparents place in Traverse City.   As a kid who didn’t?  Our own  

curiosity was our video game and we took advantage of it.  Now, many years later, I found 

my curiosity getting the best of me again and here I am.   

     Actually what really got me going was boredom.  I was at work one day and poking 

around the websites at lunch.  I stumbled across a gathering for a crayfish boil up at  

Reedsburg Dam State Forest Campground.  It was posted on a forum so I joined in and 

asked.  Turns out there are more people in Michigan than I imagined that do this.  After a 

few questions and a quick check of my social calendar I was joining the party.  Only  

problem was I had absolutely no clue as to how to catch, clean or cook a mudbug as they are 

so lovingly called by the crayfish trapping faithful.  I didn’t want to show up a complete  

novice so once again I was back on my computer watching videos and “googling” crayfish  

trapping.  As expected most of the information was centered around Louisiana.  A little more 

digging and I was able to find “how-to’s” on a much smaller and more northern scale.  

     As I expected I discovered that most of the crayfish here in Michigan are an invasive  

species known as the “Rusty” crayfish.  What I was really surprised to find out was that they 

did not come from some European ship that dumped them with their ballast water in the 

Great Lakes.  Turns out they come from a place a little south of us, Ohio.  That’s right Ohio; 

the Rusty is native to the Ohio River Basin.  Biologists concluded that they have spread into 

the northern states (MN, WI and MI) by way of fishermen using them for bait and dumping 

them in the water.  Think about that the next time you dump your bait bucket.  Since the 

Rusty is so aggressive they have pushed out the native species known as the Calico.  The 

Rusty is also very prolific, a trait I was about to realize first hand.                

What are you looking at? 
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    Once I got my campsite set up I began to go poke around and check things out.  I soon ran 

into Lisa, the person who came up with the idea of a crayfish boil meet and greet.  She was  

already fishing for crays with just a hook, line and a piece of hotdog.  The section of the riv-

er by the dam is very rocky and there were literally hundreds of crayfish.  She would drop 

the bait down among the rocks and wait for one of the overly aggressive Rusty’s to come up 

and grab it.  As she lifted the unsuspecting cray off the bottom she would scoop it up with a 

net.  Not what I was expecting.  She did have some traps set and she showed me how they 

were set up.  They were commercial minnow traps that were slightly modified to use for 

crayfish.  All the traps had crayfish in them so I made my way back to camp to get mine.   

     I only had the one trap I made myself out of ¼ inch square wire.  It was crude but I was 

too soon find out very effective.  I dropped in a piece of scrap walleye and then placed the 

trap amongst the rocks near the dam.  Now I had read you are supposed to leave a trap out 

over night but I don’t have that kind of patience.   I don’t even think a full hour had passed 

and I was back checking the trap.  As I got closer I noticed that all my bait was gone.   

Discouraged I pulled my trap out of the water expecting it to be empty.  To my surprise I had 

a dozen crayfish in the trap and they had completely covered up my bait.  I dumped my catch 

into a bucket and quickly placed the trap back into the water.  This was going to be easy.  

This time I left the trap out overnight and in the morning I found all my bait gone and only 

one little crayfish in the trap.  Lesson learned, check trap more often.   

    I once again re-baited and replaced the trap.  I repeated this process about a half a dozen 

times throughout the day.  In between trap checks I would do the camping thing,  

geo-caching, fishing, hiking, I even went into one of the local stores and bought a wire mesh  

minnow trap to convert over to crayfish.  A simple procedure, all that needs to be done is 

make the entrance holes a little bigger.  By the end of the day I had close to a hundred  

crayfish.  Now it was time to eat. 

     Before the crayfish can be cooked they need to be purged.  Purging is basically soaking 

them in a strong salt water solution for a few minutes to help clean out the mud vein.  Once 

that is done they are rinsed in cold, clear water and then added to a boiling pot of water.  Rec-

ipes vary but today we were using Zatarains Crayfish, Shrimp and Crab Boil Seasoning.  We 

also added some corn on the cob, red skin potatoes, onions, a few lemons and some  

sausage for the less adventurous.  This was a very simple recipe and process and also quite  

delicious.  There is not much meat in a crayfish tail but it was worth every little bit.  The  

seasoning added a nice spicy kick to the corn as well.  Everyone attending had nothing but 

good things to say about dinner. 

     Some of you reading this may wonder why I wrote an article about trapping crayfish for a 

fishing Newsletter.  Well if you read the DNR fishing regulations you need an all species 

fishing license to trap crayfish in Michigan.  I was surprised to read that.  There are some 

other rules pertaining to transporting crayfish so make sure you check them out if you want 

to give it a try.  I know I am and I have already been scouting out some spots closer to home.

8 quarts water

1 large onion, peeled 
1 head garlic, halved crosswise

Drain. Repeat 3 to 4 times until crawfish are clean. Drain. Discard 
any dead crawfish and debris.  
2. Mix 8 quarts water, Crab Boil, onion and garlic in large  
(20-quart) stockpot. Bring to boil on high heat; boil 5 minutes. Add 
potatoes; boil 5 minutes. Add crawfish and corn; return to boil. 
Cover and cook 2 minutes.  
3. Turn off heat and let stand 20 minutes. Add about 6 to 8 cups 
ice to stockpot; let stand 20 minutes to cool. Drain and serve.
